Unit Description: In this multiple day unit, learners will gain the ability to use and conjugate some basic verbs related to body movements and emotions by reacting to demonstrations and interpreting pictures. Learners will also learn to use appropriate words, phrases and sentences to express personal feelings. Learners will gain the ability to say basic phrases and sentences to express happy or unhappy emotions. They will learn to write multiple Arabic worlds (laugh), (cry)…….etc. At the end of this unit, students will share what they learned in class connected to describe to their own feelings on a particular day. Learners will also have opportunities to revisit previously learned likes or dislikes, etc.

Sequence of Activities: 





Lesson One


Consider applying the pre-assessment and check learners knowledge of the movements and adverbs of locations. 


Discuss the objectives and/or (Can Do Statements) for this unit with learners to make them aware of the skills that they will master throughout this unit. You may also introduce the essential question.  


Introduce the question “What are you doing?”. Have learners repeat the questions while it is displayed on the board. 


Have a learner act one of the movements that was introduced in the pre-assessment and taught in second grade and then ask “What are you doing?”. Have the student respond using a phrase (e.g. I walk …etc.).


       


Lesson Two


Review the question, “What are you doing?” along with vocabs introduced in second grade (Run, Walk, Bend or crouch, Jump). Use the attached flash cards, (3G, Unit 2, PP 3, Flash Cards, Expressing my Emotions and Daily Activities) along with body gestures to review these vocabulary words.   


Do the Inside-Outside Circle game by Kagan.  Have a group of learners to ask the question, “What are you doing?” and another group to body gesture and respond to the question. Continue in this format by alternating between groups until learners are familiar with the question and answer. 


Introduce the propositions of location on and under. Use an object to on the table or desk and then change its location to be under and have learners repeat after you.( e.g. the cat on/under the desk)    


Play a game by having leaners act the word you say by placing their pencils on or under the table. Use different speeds and trick learners by saying the same word twice on a row to have some learners get out of the game. More instructions for this game are explained below. 


   


Lesson Three 


Review the question, “What are you doing?” along with vocabulary words introduced in second grade (Listen, Talk, Shake Hands, Clap Hands, Here and  There). Use the attached flash cards, (3G, Unit 2, PP 3, Flash Cards, Expressing my Emotions and Daily Activities) along with body gestures to review these vocabulary words.   


Do the Inside-Outside Circle game by Kagan. (Search instructions on Google). Have a group of learners to ask the question, “What are you doing?” and another group to body gesture and respond to the question. Continue in this format by alternating between groups until learners are familiar with question and answer. 


Introduce the adverbs of location here and there. Use two similar objects. The first one should be nearby you and the other is far but within an insight area. Point at the near object and say here and the far object and say there. Continue in the same format and have learners repeat after you.( e.g. the cat is here/there)    


Play a game by having leaners act the word you say by pointing their fingers on the near and far objects. Use different speeds and trick learners by saying the same word twice on a row to have some learners get out of the game.  


  


Lesson Four


Apply SBG, Interpersonal Speaking Assessment 1.


Divide the class into two groups (group 1 and group 2). Create a roster for each group and have names of learners stated in a list. Make copies of the roster based on the amount of learners you have. 


Pass around the roster to one of the two groups. 


Note: The roster that is given to group 1 must have the list of names of group 2. 


Have group 2 do different and random body gestures for all vocabulary of movement and location. otherwise they can all choose the same one.


Group 1 to will walk around asking each learner “What are you doing?”. Each learner must interview at least 5 leaners and write the 5 different gestures next to their names on the roster. Each leaner must answer the question in Arabic saying the body gesture they are doing. 


Teacher will walk around and assess learners’ performance by listening to them. 


Use Attachment B Rubric to assess learners’ performance in this interpersonal activity.    


 


Lesson Five     


Review the alphabet to refresh learners’ memory about the alphabet. Review the rules taught in the previous unit about how to connect letters and their initial, medial and final shapes.  


Teach learners how to break down words into letters. (e.g.    قلم  =   ق + ل + م ) 


Pass around Attachment 1, (Word Extraction). Have learners work in breaking down words into letters (Part 1) only.  


Circle around to provide help to learners who need help.


If a learner was not able to find the words due to lack of mastery of spelling, allow him/her to listen to the spelling from a high performance learner. Give this learner, who didn’t do well spelling words, the same word search and ask him/her to redo it at home. 


 Introduce the first part of the reading using the PowerPoint, (3G, Unit 2, PP 4, Reading, E.M.E.D.A), up to slide #13. During the reading, please have learners follow the same model as in second grade. Here is the methods of displaying the reading PowerPoint for learners:


Display the PowerPoint slides related to the words you are targeting for this portion of the unit.


Ask learners in Arabic to identify the words by asking "ما هذا \هذة؟ ؟", and then ask them to spell the word by saying" هجاء "


Ask a few learners in Arabic “اريد جملة بها كلمة ....” to use their creativity to come up with phrases or sentence using the word on the slide. This way, learners are encouraged to speak the language.


Ask learners to read phrases or sentences "من يــ \ تــقرأ هذة الجملة \ السؤال ؟  “found on each slide.


After learners’ finish reading the sentence or phrase on each slide, teacher should reread it with body gestures.


When learners are familiar with the procedures listed above, assign one of the learners to be the “Teacher of the Day ( مدرس \ مدرسة اليوم ) and ask him/her to review a few of the previous slides using the same procedures (What is this? Spelling. Who wants to read the sentence/question? I want a sentence has the word�� -----)


Reward learners as they participate whether with you or with the learner Teacher of the Day.�
�
Teacher creates a tracing sheet for learners to take home as homework to practice writing the words as well as breaking them into letters. 


If you run out of time you may start next lesson with the rest of slides until you are done with all 13 slides.





Lesson Six


If there is any slides left from the day before you may start the lesson with same format as in Lesson 5.


Pass around Attachment 2, (Word Search) and have learners work on the word search sheet (Part 1) only. Leaners may refer to Attachment 1 to break down words into letters before finding them on the word search sheet.  


Pass around Attachment 3, (Word Connection). Have learners work on connecting the letters (Part 1) only. Learners may Not refer to Attachment 1 to connect the words.  


Introduce the first portion of the story (Part 1) only, PowerPoint (3G, Unit 2, PP 5 , Story, E.M.E.D.A.). Explain to learners that this PowerPoint of the story will be run throughout the whole unit and you will be reading a part of it every few lessons in the future. 


Teacher may use (TPRS story telling style, by Blain Ray) or use his own story telling style but make sure you use good gestures to illustrate the meaning of content clearly. Also teacher must point at the pictures on the PP while telling the story.  





Lesson Seven      


Apply SBG, Presentational Speaking Assessment 1.  Use the PowerPoint (3G, Unit 2, PP 1, SBG, Pres Assess 1). 


Instructions:


Teacher may allow learners to use their vocabulary sheet to review the vocabulary before they present. 


Learners to come to the board and use the smart board, flash cards or a printed poster to present the vocabulary of movements and adverbs/propositions of locations. Please assign each learner not more than 3 minutes to say words. Learners may skip words and come back to present them later at the end of their presentation.   


Grade the assessment based Attachment B rubric, found below, and calculate the percentage of learners who presented the targeted vocabulary words. If the learners’ knowledge of vocabulary is above 85%, continue to the next lesson, but if they are below this percentage, reinforce teaching the vocabulary and add more reviews. 





Lesson Eight


Review all vocabulary taught so far using flash cards. 


Apply SBG, Interpretive Listening Assessment 1, Attachment 4, attached below.


Learners will put the number of words said by the teacher in the bubble above the matching picture. 


Grade the assessment and calculate the percentage of learners who acquired the targeted vocabulary using the rubric below. If the learners’ knowledge of vocabulary is above 85%, continue to the next lesson, but if they are below this percentage, reinforce teaching the vocabulary and continue to review.

Lesson Nine


As learners are familiar with the question “How are you?” add the word Today to the question. Learners should be familiar with this question as they have learned that in Kindergarten. Differentiate the question between both gender by saying, “How are you (M) & (F)?” كيف حالكِ \حالكَ اليوم؟”. Learners should respond “fine / not okay”  


Teach new vocabulary for (happy, unhappy, I laugh; I smile, better, and fine). Teacher may use (3G, Unit 2, PP 3, Flash Cards, Expressing my Emotions and Daily Activities) to visually support these vocabulary. 


Have learners to form a circle and teacher walk around holding the flash cards and have learners act and repeat the word as you say it loud. Make sure you show the cards with Arabic words on them. 


Hand the learners the flash cards and have them walk around and say the words to each other. Make sure you have enough cards for all learners in class. Once the learner says the word to his/her partner, the other leaner should do the corresponding facial expression to it. You may also do Quiz-Quiz Trade by Kagan (Search instructions on Google) 


Make sure you pronounce the proper gender for the adjectives happy and unhappy.      


Have learners trade flashcards and continue in the same format until learners are somehow familiar with the words. 


Play TPR Facial Expression game. (Instructions and suggested facial expressions are for the game is listed below). 


If time permits, close the period by having learners to spell words of the lesson while displaying the digital flash cards or the actual print out flash cards. You may make a few copies and divide the class into groups and have learners spell to each other. You may also have students practice writing the words carefully if not to do spelling.       





Lesson Ten


Review all vocabulary associated with the previous lesson. 


Before the class begins, teacher should create a digital or hard chart using different colors to show the conjugation of verbs Smile and Laugh with the pronouns (I, he, and she) and adjectives based on the gender. Practice by pointing at yourself for the pronoun I, a girl for she, a boy for he. Have learners practice the same model for I smile/laugh, s/he smiles/laughs, we smile/laugh. 


Use Attachment C, for learners to practice choosing the proper verb for each pronoun and adjectives based on the gender. Please be aware that this worksheet is for practice purposes and don’t serve as an assessment.     


Use all targeted vocabulary in structured sentences such as: (Is he, she, Are you) okay?, Do you like to laugh /smile too much?,  I am (very) happy today, She is (very) happy, I like to smile; I don’t like to laugh loudly and I’m feeling much better today. You may use the PowerPoint, (3G, Unit 2, PP 4, Reading, E.M.E.D.A) to introduce those sentences/phrases. 


If time permits, have learners practice writing the words.  


The teacher shows a flash card and asks a learner to come out and say the sentence orally to the whole class. 


Close the class by playing Pictionary or Charades with the (Instructions for both games are listed below). 


Teacher should prepare a writing practice sheet for learners to take home and practice writing the vocabulary of the previous lesson and/or any new vocabulary associated with this current lesson.   





Lesson Eleven   


Review all vocabulary and sentences related to lessons 9 and 10. 


Focus on the questions “ Is s/he, are you(m) (f) okay/ feeling better today? How are you (m) (f)?, Do you like to laugh /smile too much?”   


Practice multiple responds to the above questions. 


Teacher to should search different pictures that represent happy and unhappy situations and display them on the board. These pictures must represent and refer to the questions and answers on the dialog. 


Use a native speaker or a high performance learner to model this dialog in front of the whole class.

Lesson Twelve


Apply SBG, Interpersonal Speaking Assessment 2, following these instructions: (Teacher must explain the assessment and its instructions prior to the performance).


Without any help, leaners will perform the dialog introduced in Lesson 11, (Part 1) only of Attachment A. 


The teacher may use some of the pictures on the PowerPoint (3G, Unit 2, PP 2, SBG, Pres 2+3, A.) to demonstrate a few pictures for learners to come out to the smart board or use a print out of pictures and talk about it. Teacher may also chose to pick other or more pictures from Google images that would support the differentiation of situations.   


Instructions:  


Each learner is required to ask at least 2 questions on one or two pictures and answer his/her partner’s two questions.


Have all learners get chance to perform. 


Use Attachment B, Rubric, attached below, to assess learners’ interpersonal skills. 





Lesson Thirteen

If a learner was not able to find the words due to lack of mastery of spelling, allow him/her to listen to the spelling from a high performance learner. Give this learner, who didn’t do well spelling words, the same word search and ask him/her to redo it at home. 


 Introduce the second part of the reading activity using the PowerPoint, (3G, Unit 2, PP 4, Reading, E.M.E.D.A.) up to slide #21. During the reading please have learners follow the same model mentioned in Lesson 3. 


Teacher may create a tracing sheet for learners to take home as homework to practice writing the words as well as breaking them into letters. 


If you run out of time you may start next lesson with the rest of slides until you are done with all 8 slides for part two. 





Lesson Fourteen   


If there is any slides left from the day before you may start the lesson with same format as in Lesson 5.


Pass around Attachment 2, (Word Search), and have learners work on the word search sheet (Part 2) only. Leaners may refer to Attachment 1 to break down words before finding them on the word search sheet.  


Pass around Attachment 3, (Word Connection), and have learners work on connecting the letters (Part 2) only. Learners may Not refer to Attachment 1 to connect the words.


Quickly review the first portion of the story (Part 1) that was introduced in Lesson 6.   


Introduce the second portion of the story (Part 2) only, PowerPoint attachment (3G, Unit 2, PP 5, Story, E.M.E.D.A.). Remind to learners that this PowerPoint of the story will run throughout the whole unit and you will be reading a part of it in the future. 


Teacher may use (TPRS story telling style, by Blain Ray) or use his own story telling but make sure you use good gestures to illustrate the meaning clearly. Also teacher must point at the pictures while telling the story. 





Lesson Fifteen  


Apply SBG, Presentational Speaking Assessment 2.  Use the PowerPoint (3G, Unit 2, PP 2, SBG, Pres 2&3, A&B), (Part A) only.


Allow students sometime to prepare for their presentation.  


Learners to come out to the smart board while showing the digital flash cards PowerPoint on the board, flash cards or use a printed poster to: present 3 facial expressions and say their emotions, 3 different movements, 2 words of directions/locations and 2 sentences/phrases/questions using any two different pronouns. Please assign each learner not more than 3 minutes to say words. Learners may skip words and come back to present them later at the end of their presentation. 


Grade the assessment based on the rubric below and calculate the percentage of learners who presented the targeted vocabularies. If you are above 85%, continue to the next lesson, but, if you are below, reinforce teaching the vocabulary and add more reviews. 


Sample Rubric.  Use the following rubric to score the learners’ performance in this assessment:


 Learners say: each word worth 1 point and sentences are counted with 2 points each


11-12 out of 12 points   Strong recognition of the vocabulary and structures based on visuals


9-10 out of 12 points  Adequate recognition of the vocabulary and structures based on visuals


7-8 out of 12 points  Acceptable recognition of the vocabulary and structures based on visuals/ needs some help


4-6 out of 12 points    Poor recognition of the vocabulary and structures based on visuals, needs more remedy and help 


0-3 out of 12 points   Insufficient recognition of the vocabulary and structures based on visuals, needs immediate remediation 


If time permits, close the period by having learners to spell words of the lessons 9 and 10 while displaying the digital flash cards or the actual printed out flash cards. You may make a few copies and divide the class into groups and have learners spell to each other. 








Lesson Sixteen


Review all vocabulary taught so far using the flash cards. 


Apply SBG, Interpretive Reading Assessment 2, Part A, Attachment 5, attached below.


Learners to read words and complete the phrases based on visuals. Leaners will complete (Part A) only. 


This Assessment may not be graded until learners complete Part B of this assessment. The rubric below is only for oral grading purposes.   


If you chose to grade the assessment orally, calculate the percentage of learners who acquired the targeted vocabulary using the rubric below. If the learners’ knowledge of vocabulary is above 85%, continue to the next lesson, but if they are below this percentage, reinforce reading the vocabularies and add more reviews. 


Sample Rubric.  Use the following rubric to score the learners’ performance in this assessment:

Make sure you collect the worksheet from learners as it will be distributed later to complete Part B. 





Lesson Seventeen


As learners are familiar with the question “How are you today?” Learners should be familiar with this question as they have learned that question in a previous year and lessons. Differentiate between both gender by saying “How are you (M) & (F)?” Add the concept, “How is s/he? كيف حالها \ كيف حاله ؟. Learners should respond “fine” or any of the happy emotions. Teacher may ask a learner and have that learners act any facial expression that would support the concept of responding to the previous question.    


Teach new vocabulary for unhappy emotions such as (angry/mad, sad, scared, not scared, I cry). Teacher may use (3G, Unit 2, PP 3, Flash Cards, Expressing my Emotions and Daily Activities) to support the retention of these vocabulary. 


Have learners to form a circle and teacher walk around holding the flash cards and have learners act the word as you say it loud. Make sure you show the cards with Arabic words on them. 


Hand learners the flash cards and have them walk around and say the words to each other. Make sure you have enough cards for all learners in class. Once the learner says the word to his/her partner, the other leaner, should do the corresponding facial expression to it. 


Make sure you pronounce the proper gender for the adjectives angry and scared.      


Have learners trade flashcards and continue in the same format until learners are somehow familiar with the words. 


Play TPR Facial Expression game. (Instructions and suggested facial expressions are to be taught by the teacher as use culturally appropriate gestures). 


Close the period by having learners to spell words of the lesson while displaying the digital flash cards or the actual print out flash cards. You may make a few copies and divide the class into groups and have learners spell to each other. You may also have students practice writing the words carefully instead of spelling.    





Lesson Eighteen


Review all vocabulary associated with the previous lesson. 


Review the conjugation of verbs smile and laugh with the pronouns (I, he and she). 


Apply the same conjugation format for verb cry. 


Before the class begins, teacher should create a digital or hard chart using different colors to show the conjugation of verbs cry with the pronouns {you (m)/(f) and we}. Practice by pointing and looking directly at a boy or girl the pronoun you (m)/(f) and pointing at the whole group including teacher for the pronoun we. Have learners practice the same model for verb Cry, you cry (m)/(f), we cry. 


Use Attachment D, for learners to practice choosing the proper verb for each pronoun and the proper adjective based on gender.   


Use all targeted vocabulary in structured sentences/questions such as: (She is (very) sad, You are very mad/angry, I am afraid (F) and You like to smile; you don’t like to cry too much, how is s/he, are you (m) / (f)? , Do you like to cry too much?, Are you scared / angry of ….?). You may use the PowerPoint, (3G, Unit 2, PP 4, Reading, E.M.E.D.A.) to introduce those sentences.  


The teacher shows a flash card and asks a learner to come out and say the sentence/phrase/question orally to the whole class. 


If time permits, have learners to practice writing the words associated with unhappy emotions along with other new vocabulary from this lesson. 


Close the class by playing Pictionary or Charades with the (Instructions for both games are listed below).   





Lesson Nineteen 


Remind leaners of how to break down words into letters. (e.g.    قلم  =   ق + ل + م ) 


Pass around Attachment 1, (Word Extraction), and have learners work in breaking down letters (Part 3) only.  


Circle around to provide help to learners who need help.


If a learner was not able to find the words due to lack of mastery of spelling, allow him/her to listen to the spelling from a high performance learner. Give this learner, who didn’t do well in spelling word, the same word search and ask him/her to redo it at home. 


 Introduce the third part of the reading activity using the PowerPoint, (3G, Unit 2, PP 4, Reading, E.M.E.D.A.) up to slide #27. During the reading please have learners follow the same model mentioned in Lessons 17 and 18. 


Teacher may create a tracing sheet for learners to take home as homework to practice writing the words as well as breaking them into letters. 


If you run out of time you may start next lesson with the rest of slides until you are done with all 6 slides for part two. 





Lesson Twenty   


If there is any slides left from the day before you may start the lesson with same format as in Lesson 19.


Pass around Attachment 2, (Word Search), and have learners work on the word search sheet (Part 3) only. Leaners may refer to Attachment 1 to break down words before finding them on the word search sheet.  


Pass around Attachment 3, (Word Connection), and have learners work on connecting the letters (Part 3) only. Learners may Not refer to Attachment 1 to connect the words.


Quickly review the first and second portions of the story that were introduced in Lessons 6 and 14.   


Introduce the third Part of the story (Part 3), PowerPoint attachment (3G, Unit 2, PP 5, Story, E.M.E.D.A.). Remind learners that you will read the whole story again in the future. 


Teacher may convert the story to be (TPRS story telling style, by Blain Ray) or use his own story telling but make sure you use good gestures to illustrate the meaning clearly. Also teacher must point at the pictures while telling the story.





Lesson Twenty One


This class is devoted to practice all structures taught so far. 


Review the happy and unhappy emotions words and their structures (phrases and questions) using the flash cards. 


After the review start practicing all language vocabulary structures taught so far in writing. 


Close the period with the application of SBG, Interpretive Reading Assessment 2, Part B, Attachment 5, attached below.


Learners to read words and complete the phrases based on visuals. 


Grade both Parts (A&B) of the assessment and calculate the percentage of learners who acquired the targeted vocabulary using the rubric below. If the learners’ knowledge of vocabulary is above %85, continue to the next lesson, but if they are below this percentage, reinforce reading the vocabularies and add more reviews.

Lesson Twenty Two


Apply Final SBG, Presentational Speaking Assessment 3, Attachment 7 instructions and the PowerPoint (3G, Unit 2, PP 2, SBG, Pres 2&3, A&B). Use Parts A+B for this assessment. 


This assessment is described as: Pictures and tell us about how these people feel and movement happened by these people. 


Learners to come out to the smart board while showing the digital PowerPoint on the board, flash cards or use a printed poster to: present 4 facial expressions; say their emotions, 2 words of directions/locations and 4 sentences/phrases using any 4 different pronouns. Please assign each learner not more than 4 minutes to say words and phrases. Learners may skip words and come back to identify them later at the end of their presentation.   


Use the General Presentational Rubric, to assess learners’ presentational skills. This rubric is an external file.





Lesson Twenty Three 


Apply Final SBG, Interpretive Listening and Reading Assessment 3, (Attachment 6, Quiz) and 3G, (3G, Unit 2, Audio file 1) 


Use the quiz score to evaluate learners’ interpretive skills.


Grading scale is attached above in the section of assessments. 


Note: Instructions for this Final SBG, Interpretive Listening and Reading Assessment 3 is found on the quiz, Attachment 6 and teacher must use the audio file to complete the assessment.  





Lesson Twenty Four  


Display the quiz and answer all questions of the quiz in front of the whole class by taking turns of learners who know to answer.


Read the whole story again to the whole class. 


Teacher may prepare an English questions sheet to be taken home by learners and to be answered in English based on learners’ comprehension of the story. 





Lesson Twenty Five  


Review the previous dialog that was introduced in Lesson 11, Attachment A, Expressing Feelings Dialog (part 1) 


Teach the second part of the dialog, Attachment A, Express my Feeling Dialog (Part 2).


Hello, how is s/he, are you (m) / (f)?  �
Hello!  (I’m … fine / not/scared / mad / I cry �
�
Do you like to cry too much? �
Yes, I like to cry/ No, I don’t like to cry too much, I like to smile�
�
Are you scared / angry of ….?�
Yes, I’m scared /angry of…/ No, I’m not scared / angry of…�

Ask learners these questions and have them answer in full sentence. Model with a native speaker or a high performance learner. Have learners ask you these questions as well.  


Continue modeling this until learners interact with the concept.  


Connect Parts 1 and 2 of the dialog in Attachment A, Expressing my Feelings Dialog.  


Model this whole dialog with a high performance learner. Have students come out and model in front of the whole class. `


Make sure to follow and model all cultural gestures related to these emotions and activties (the Arabic teachers may use his/her own cultural references to represent these emotions interpretations). 


Make sure you demonstrate this portion of the dialog and point at the Arabic script after learners have practiced the dialog orally.  





Lesson Twenty Six 


Apply Final SBG, Interpersonal Speaking Assessment 3, following these instructions.


This assessment is described as: From the list of pictures pick two pictures and talk about these emotional situations with your partner. 


Teacher must explain the assessment and its instructions prior to the performance. Also teacher may model an example of the requirements. 


Leaners will perform the some parts of the dialog introduced in Lessons 11 and 24 of Attachment A, Expressing my Feelings Dialog.


The teacher may use some of the pictures on the PowerPoint (3G, Unit 2, PP 2, SBG, Pres 2+3, A&B) to demonstrate a few pictures for learners to come out to the smart board or use a print out of picture and talk about it. Teacher may also chose to pick other or more pictures from Google images that would support the differentiation of situations.   


Instructions: 


Use Attachment 8, Final SBG, Interpersonal Speaking Assessment 3, instructions.


Inform learners that cultural gestures are required to achieve high scores during the performance. 


Have all learners get chance to perform. 


Use the General Interpersonal Rubric, to assess learners’ interpersonal skills. This rubric is an external file.





Instructions to the games mentioned above: 


Goals:


Learners will be able to improve their pronunciation to the unit vocabulary. 


The fact you are giving learners multiple chances to practice through multiple and fun repetition will support the retention of vocabulary.


 Supporting the vocabulary with action of visual helps learners to promote higher level of memory.


 Playing some of these games giving hints using the language is a great method to link the current unit vocabulary to prior knowledge and creates life-long learning. 


These games improve learner’s spelling s skills to avoid the common writing skills and the confusion between short and long Arabic vowels when writing words.     


Pictionary �
Learners are divided into groups of 4 or 5 based on class size. Make sure learners are grouped fairly and keep in mind language level.


Teacher to show one learner from each group a word to draw something on the board that would represent it..  


The rest of the team tries to write the word before other teams to earn the highest amount of points. Leaners, who write the word correctly, show the word to the teacher quickly. 


Teacher to give less point for the second team to write the word correctly and go less with points as teams keep trying to write the word. 


Each team has two chances to write the matching word to the drawing. If the team writes a word that doesn’t match the drawing they have one more chance to write the word. If the word is correct and match the drawing but misspelled they can keep trying with no limits.  


Teacher may help by saying what’s wrong with word if misspelled. 


Teacher may limit the time for each team to write the word and start the countdown to alert the team of the time. Set up timer for each round to continue with game.


Rotate between learners until every team member has a chance to draw and write.    �
�
Charades�
Learners are divided into groups of 4 or 5 based on class size. Make sure learners are grouped fairly and keep in mind language level.


Teacher to have flash cards with words only written on them. Make enough cards to give each team a set of cards. Make sure all sets of cards are identical between groups. (e.g. if one team has 7 cards of 7 different words, the other teams must have the same 7 different cards with same different words.    


Teacher to show one learner from each group a word to act it silently in front of all groups to give hint it about the word.


The team tries to find the card that has the word before others to earn the highest amount of points. The team member must show and say the word loud to the whole class. Make sure each team member has a chance to left up the word card and say it aloud. The team might help this member to find the word card. 


Teacher to give fewer points for the second team that finds the word card secondly and go less with points as teams find the correct word card. 


Rotate between learners from each team until everyone has a chance to act and say the word aloud. Set up timer for each round to continue with game. Teacher must alert the team when time is about to be over.      �
�
Tell me who am I�
Learners are divided into groups of 5 or 6 based on class size. Make sure learners are grouped fairly and keep in mind language level. 


Each learner from each team is handed a flash card with the word and picture to be hanged on his head without seeing it. You may use a rubber band to hang the word on the head. 


The rest of the team gives hint words in Arabic and maybe some of the letters found in the word. Each learner to give one hint by turn. The learner who is holding the card is required to say the word during the assigned time. 


Teacher to hold timer. If word is said in 1 minute 3 points id giving to the team, 2 minutes 2 points, 3 minutes 1 point, run out of time 0 points. 


Rotate between teams until each learner has a chance to hold a card. �
�
Act the Word


(TPR Facial Expression)�
Learners are divided into groups of 4 and sit down back to back on the floor to form a cross shape while seated. 


Make sure learners are not looking at each other to copy the facial expressions or movement. 


Teacher to say the word and learners to act them out.


Teacher creates cultural gestures that represent each movement or emotion.


For the unhappy word, learners to look down to the floor with half way sad. For not scared, waving finger and hands by the ears as on the flash card.    �
�



Differentiated Instructional Support:


Encourage heritage speakers to answer using extended responses with more details about how they feel and why.


Allow students who are initially hesitant to use word utterances or short expressions that correctly respond to the questions. Partner these students in subsequent activities with students who can provide a strong model for complete sentences.


Have a proficient learner or a native speaker lead the role play with the teacher, and then allow this learner to take the role of the teacher. 


Teacher may use differentiated instructional styles to review or teach new vocabulary based on the learning styles of learners found in his/her class.   


Adjust instructions and assessments times based on class size. 


Teacher may answer all worksheets and particularly all the interpretive assessments.


Teacher may use Translanguage in instructions. This a quick link that explains some information about using Translanguage carefully:  (� HYPERLINK "https://ealjournal.org/2016/07/26/what-is-translanguaging/" �https://ealjournal.org/2016/07/26/what-is-translanguaging/�).     





Differentiated Instructional Support for Flex Model Teachers:


Teachers who teach two classes /week, 40-50 minutes class period. 


We suggest that teacher skip Lesson 1 pre-assessment as pre-assessment is not scored and not necessarily required to support the content. Spend the first lesson of the unit on quickly reviewing vocabulary of movements from second grade which are taught in Lessons 2 and 3. Make sure you use the flash cards found on 3G, Unit 2, PP 3, Flash Cards, Expressing my Emotions and Daily Activities during your review. Also you may discuss the objectives and I can do statements with students along with discussing the essential question.  


Skip all lessons (2-8) and stop to begin the unit at Lesson 8.


In Lesson 8, introduces the adverbs/propositions of location (Here/There/On/Under). Use the same format and games mentioned in the following lessons. As teacher will skip Part One of the Word Extraction, Connection, Search and the 3G, Unit 2, PP 4, Reading, E.M.E.D.A Slides 1-13, Teacher may use these activities as supplementary activities for high performance learners who are done working before their peers. 


Teacher must read and explain the instructions for the reading PowerPoint found in Lesson 5 as it will be needed to proceed with the reading activity in upcoming lessons. 


Introduce Part 1 of the story, which was skipped in Lesson 5 (3G, Unit 2, PP 6, Story, E.M.E.D.A.), with Part 2 of the story. Parts 1 and 2 of the story should be introduced during Lesson 13   


 Skip The SBG Interpersonal, presentational and Interpretive Assessments #1. Teacher will not need to implement any of these assessments since instructions were not introduced. 


With all skipped lessons, the unit becomes 20 instructional lessons. The unit is taught in 10 weeks; otherwise it fits the teaching of one whole quarter of the school year.
